 Ford performance car sales – Fiesta ST, Focus ST, 

Focus RS, Mustang and GT – up 5 percent to 26,300 in

 Commercial vehicle market share was 13.1 percent in 

the Euro 20 for June, making Ford the No. 1 commercial 

vehicle brand in Europe, and Ford commercial vehicle
