= Ford sold 359,400 vehicles in the first quarter 2019 in
its traditional European 20 markets*, achieving
7.6 percent market share.

= Ford remains Europe’s No. 1 commercial vehicle
brand and grew market share year-over-year by 0.4
percentage points to 14.5 percent in the first quarter
2019 in its European 20 traditional markets.

= Sold 102,400 commercial vehicles -best sales
performance in the first quarter since 1993.
Commercial vehicle business gaining momentum in
major markets, growing 3.3 percent in the UK, 25.9
percent in Germany, 20.1 percentin France, and 14.3
percent in Italy versus first quarter 2018.

= Ford EcoSport best first quarter ever for sales and
market share, hitting 31.700 sales in Ford’s European
20 traditional markets in the first three months of
2019, growing 34.8 percent versus first quarter 2018.

= High-series models (including Titanium, Vignale,
Active, ST-line, ST and RS) comprised more than 72
percent of Ford’s passenger vehicle sales in its
European 20 traditional markets in the first three
months of the year - an increase by 2.1 percentage
points compared with the same period 2018.

Retail and fleet customer sales accounted for

74.5 percent of Ford passenger vehicle sales in the
brand’s top five European markets in Q1 2019, growing
year-over-year by 1.5 percentage points.

VEHICLE AND MARKET NEWS

Ford continues to strengthen its
commercial vehicle leadership,
with Ford Transit model range
sales growing by 11.8 percent and
Ford Ranger by 15.6 percent in the
first quarter versus Q1 2018. Ford
also will introduce an all-electric
version of Transit in 2021.

Ford was Europe’s No. 2 vehicle
brand and was market leader in
the UK and in Hungary. In
Germany, Ford had a market share
of 8.3 percent in the first quarter,
reaching 81,100 registrations - an
increase of 6,100 vehicles and 8.1
percent compared with Q1 2018.

Ford Focus sales reached
66,900 units in the first quarter,
up 11.7 percent year-on-year.
Focus was the Netherlands top-
selling car in the quarter. Wagon
and Active derivatives are
expected to boost further Focus
sales, with the Focus ST still to
come later this year.

Higher revenue market segments -
such as retail and fleet sales -
contributed to nearly 75 percent of
all Ford passenger vehicle sales in
the first quarter. High-series
models continue to grow, with 25.2
percent of all sales in Ford’s EU20
markets being ST-Line models.
